AlM for Seva's Seva Nikelan Chatralaya in Solan,
Himachal Pradesh started in Feb 2002 with 12 children
in simple surroundings. The rented premise was all of 5
small rooms and a verandah; of these, only 3 were avail-
able for the children, one reom served the staff both as a
dining cum bedroom and the wverandah, which was
exposed to extremes of weather and mosquitoes during
the rainy season, was the study area as well as the
office with one table and
a few chairs in the cornar!
In  fact wvisitors who
dropped in during the
study hours were asked
| not to linger otherwise it
will distract the children
fram their studies!

Other comforts, if
you can call them so,
were a traditional hamam in which the water was heated
by burning the wood. And come rains, the wood would
be wet and the children would pour kerosene oil 1o keep
the flame alive amidst a lot of smoke and sool. Glass
marbbes crashed against each other and ware sent fying
as children played with them; the only outdoor pastime
for them! Meals were modest with a weekly special
which meant puris instead of chapatis and ah! Halwal

MNow what of the regular classes? Unlike the mos-
quitoes which were aplenty, the tutors were few! One
lady teacher did the honours by teaching mathematics
thrice a week. The rest of the subjects weare all handled
in house.

Then came the well
wishers fram Toronlo, Ms.
Chandrika Tandon of the
US amang them, Thay
donated the money o buy
the present Seva Miketan
building. Then some
lovely  children  who
collected money  from
their schools, parents and

Soon, the children had mone space for their activi-
ties, indoor and outdoor games, plenty of books, mone
tutors to teach various subjects 6 days a week and regu-
lar music classes too with enough instruments to play
and perform.

Today Seva Niketan has changed. Amazingly so;
children now have their own desks, personal lockers and
shelves. There i$ a new dining cum prayer hall, study
hall, and a separate area for indoor games. No one is in
hot water over the hamams! What with those five solar
geysers. Things like computers, educational CDs, multi-
media projector for entertainment, not accessible even
in some of the best of homes in India iz now available to
them. But the best of all, perhaps, is the annual educa-
thional trip to important places in India. After Toronto
stepped in, the children took their first trip was to
Kannyakumari - a 3300 km jowrney right from the Hima-
layas to the Indian Ocean. For many, who had never
even seen a broad gauge
train or an ocean (in case
of seme not even their
parents of grandparentis
hadll} it was joyous
journey in life.
